Also attending were Kent Wilson, Programmer/Analyst for Apprentice and Alan Jennings, Manager of Business Development for Apprentice.
The meeting was called to order by President, Judy Beth Hutcherson, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance recited by all.
The minutes of the March meeting and a current financial report were distributed and a motion was made by Debbie Cross to approve and seconded by Holly Bobo, none opposed and with no additions or deletions to the financials they were filed for audit.

Holly Bobo was selected for the “getting to know you” segment.  She is the Deputy Treasurer for Hempstead County.  She is running for the County Treasurer position being vacated by Catherine Rowe.  (Catherine is moving out of state).  Holly has an opponent in November.  Holly lives in Springhill.  She has 2 daughters and one son and her husband works their farm raising hay and chickens.  She was a stay at home mom before becoming deputy treasurer.
A letter from Apprentice was passed out by Judy Beth.  It is a response to Legislative Audit addressing security issues.  Debbie Cross noted that the audit log feature which we are being asked to provide is only available on the windows version of Apprentice.

Debbie Cross mentioned several issues she has noticed with the new windows program.  Kent added them to his debug list.
Carolyn Morriset ask about the Account Balance Detail report.  On the new program it prints all funds,  the old program allowed us to choose to print one fund or all funds.
Judy Beth ask if we could have an option to enter “why” a receipt or check is being voided, Kent said yes and that it will also be documented on the Audit log.
Donna Wall requested that the Transfer Ledger by Account have an option to remove the beginning and ending balance.

Our auditors are now asking for a receivables report.  Judy Beth ask if there were some way the system could be set up to automatically pull this information for us.  Marlene and Debbie are going to send Kent examples of their reports so that Kent can see what we need for this report.

Holly Bobo would like to be able to set up a default Yes or No for each detail code.  This feature is on the new windows version.

She ask when she could begin using the new windows program, Kent responded by saying he only needs time to prepare the individual check and receipt programs for a county, after which a county may begin at anytime.
Alan displayed an updated version of our ATRAC website.  It has an updated style with easier to use navigation buttons.  It also has a new feature called a “Forum” page.  Alan suggests we register to be a user for the “Forum” page and then each time we go to the ATRAC website, log in to the “Forum” page.
Recently a survey was sent out regarding training we would like to have at our meetings.  Alan suggested that we extend our meeting time to include additional training items and Apprentice could provide a box lunch.  
A request was also made for counties to send in photos for their member’s page.  This could be sent in jpeg format or through the mail.  Any updated information will be provided to both our ATRAC website and the Arkansas Treasurer’s Association website.

Judy Beth ask for feedback related to the time we spend in our meetings.  It was decided that we will extend our meeting time to 1:30 or 2:00.  Our next meeting will be September 17th beginning at 10:30 am and ending at 1:30.  Alan said this would allow us to have a training module related to Apprentice and a separate training module related to something else like Excel, depending on responses from the group.

Marlene volunteered to investigate ideas for our December 16th and 17th Christmas meeting.  The AAC new elect seminar will be December 10th therefore it will not conflict with our meeting dates.
Thank you to Debbie Cross for providing refreshments for today’s meeting.
Tammy Stafford, Poinsett County Treasurer won the $10.00 door prize.
